Constultation on the Admission Arrangements 2027 - 2028 of

St Michael’s Catholic Grammar School
The Governing Body of St Michael’s Catholic Grammar School invites you to view the proposed admissions policy for 2027-2028 and the Supplementary Information Form (SIF) which is out for consultation between 20 OCTOBER 2025 and 2 DECEMBER 2025.  The Published Admissions Number (PAN) remains the same at 128.

The changes on which we are consulting are in respect of the following:

1) Clarification of the definition of Baptised Catholic girls

2) Reduction in the minimum number of girls meeting the criteria of Baptised Catholic girls from a Practising Catholic family required to take the entrance tests

	Priority 1
	Baptised Catholic girls (evidenced by a Certificate of Baptism), from a Practising Catholic family (evidenced by a Certificate of Catholic Practice from their Parish Priest) who are looked after or have previously been looked after, including internationally adopted previously looked after girls who appear (to the admission authority) to have been in state care outside of England, and ceased to be in state care as a result of being adopted - and are ranked amongst the top 200 places in the entrance test.
	Baptised Catholic girls (evidenced by a Certificate of Baptism in the Catholic Church), from a Practising Catholic family (evidenced by a Certificate of Catholic Practice from their Parish Priest) who are looked after or have previously been looked after, including internationally adopted previously looked after girls who appear (to the admission authority) to have been in state care outside of England, and ceased to be in state care as a result of being adopted - and are ranked amongst the top 175 places in the entrance test.

	Priority 2
	Baptised Catholic girls (evidenced by a Certificate of Baptism), from a Practising Catholic family (evidenced by a Certificate of Catholic Practice from their Parish Priest) who are in receipt of the Pupil Premium - and are ranked amongst the top 200 places in the entrance test.  A maximum of 32 such children (25% of the total) will be admitted, these are allotted according to rank order in the test if there are more than 32.
	Baptised Catholic girls (evidenced by a Certificate of Baptism in the Catholic Church), from a Practising Catholic family (evidenced by a Certificate of Catholic Practice from their Parish Priest) who are in receipt of the Pupil Premium - and are ranked amongst the top 175 places in the entrance test.  A maximum of 32 such children (25% of the total) will be admitted, these are allotted according to rank order in the test if there are more than 32.

	Priority 3
	Baptised Catholic girls (evidenced by a Certificate of Baptism), from a Practising Catholic family (evidenced by a Certificate of Catholic Practice from their Parish Priest) in rank order beginning with the highest.
	Baptised Catholic girls (evidenced by a Certificate of Baptism in the Catholic Church), from a Practising Catholic family (evidenced by a Certificate of Catholic Practice from their Parish Priest) in rank order beginning with the highest.

	
	Applicants should be aware that within living memory St. Michael’s has always been oversubscribed with candidates who fulfil the three criteria above, therefore, the Governing Body will admit to the tests, referred to below, girls (eligible by age) who fulfil the above requirements.  In the unlikely event that the number of such applicants falls below 200 in any year then the Governing Body may invite such other female applicants (eligible by age) to the tests in order to bring the total number of girls tested to 200.  Should this occur, then the following oversubscription criteria will come into effect
	Applicants should be aware that within living memory St. Michael’s has always been oversubscribed with candidates who fulfil the three criteria above, therefore, the Governing Body will admit to the tests, referred to below, girls (eligible by age) who fulfil the above requirements.  In the unlikely event that the number of such applicants falls below 175 in any year then the Governing Body may invite such other female applicants (eligible by age) to the tests in order to bring the total number of girls tested to 175.  Should this occur, then the following oversubscription criteria will come into effect:
